8 hours in the charger.

Mains Plug Replacement

Inserting and Removing the

Inserting and Removing Bits (fig. B)

e Tighten firmly by turning the sleeve clockwise
while holding the rear part of the chuck with one
hand.

e To remove the bit, proceed in reverse order.

Selecting the Operating Mode or

Removing and Fitting the Chuck
(fig. G, H)
e Open the chuck jaws as far as possible.

e |nsert a screwdriver into the chuck and remove
the chuck retaining screw by turning clockwise
as shown in figure G.

e Tighten an Allen key into the chuck and strike
it with a hammer as shown in figure H. This will
loosen the chuck so that it can be unscrewed
by hand.

e To refit the chuck, proceed in reverse order.

forward/reverse slider (2) to the central position.

WARNING: The drill is equipped with
a brake to stop the tool as soon as the
variable speed switch is fully released.

Screwdriving (fig. A)

Drilling (fig. A)
e Select the driling mode using the collar (4).
DRILLING IN METAL

e Use a cutting lubricant when drilling metals. The
exceptions are cast iron and brass which should
be drilled dry.

DRILLING IN WOOD

e Holes in wood can be made with the same
twist drills used for metal. These bits may
overheat unless pulled out frequently to clear
chips from the flutes.

e For larger holes use Auger bits.

e Use a block of wood to back up workpieces
that may splinter.

Percussion Drilling (fig. A)
DRILLING IN MASONRY

e Use carbide-tipped masonry bits up to
13 mm @ at high speed. Select low speed for
larger o bits. Keep even force on the drill. A
smooth, even flow of dust indicates the proper
drilling rate.
